Over 618+ people have been killed by police in LA County
during this time.

BLMLA and more than 50 Black Los Angeles community leaders
released the Black LA Demands, calling for investments to ensure
Black residents have resources in light of COVID-19.

2020 People’s Budget Coalition Formed
